	Purpose of consultancy:
	Conduct a baseline assessment of the Knowledge, Attitudes and Practices (KAP) of boys and men, specifically on their roles in Sexual and Reproductive Health (SRH) and Gender Based Violence (GBV) prevention in four districts (Port Loko, Tonkolili, Pujehun, and Koinadugu).

	Scope of work:
(Description of services, activities, or outputs)
	UNFPA Sierra Leone is implementing its 6th Country Programme Action Plan (CPAP) 2015 – 2019 focusing on Reproductive Health and Rights; Adolescent, Youth and Gender Empowerment and Population and Development. Implementation of the current CPAP is mainly through Government and NGO Implementing Partners (IPs). 
UNFPA Sierra Leone is implementing the “Girls’ Access to Education and Services” (GATES) project, with funding from Irish Aid, from January 2018 – April 2019. The GATES project is implemented by the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology (MEST) through the Directorate of Non-Formal Education, and other relevant line ministries; Ministry of Health and Sanitation (MoHS), and Ministry of Social Welfare, Gender and Children’s Affairs (MSWGA), as well as local NGOs. 

A key component of GATES, led by an NGO implementing partner, Fambul Initiative Network for Equality (FINE) Salone, is engagement of boys and men in selected districts. This intervention aims to increase the capacity of boys and men to prevent and respond to Gender Based Violence in communities, and increase access to life skills education, Sexual Reproductive Health information and services. 

The objectives of this consultancy are to;

1. Work with UNFPA and FINE Salone to undertake research on the assess the KAP of boys and men, specifically in their role in Sexual and Reproductive Health and Gender Based Violence issues. 
2. Write an assessment report comprising of primary and secondary data analysis.

3. Provide recommendations to UNFPA and implementing partners on priority activities for the GATES project.
Key activities

Under direction from UNFPA and FINE Salone, key activities will include:
1. Develop a research strategy, including data collection tools (preference is to undertake a mixed methods approach; including focus group discussions and survey), and secure government ethical approval to conduct primary research – 5 days 
2. Conduct desk review on international research with emphasis on developing countries and in particular those within Sub-Saharan Africa on the KAP of boys and young men, specifically their role in SRH and GBV issues – 4 days 
3. Conduct field visits to districts to collect primary data - 10 days

4. Collate and analyse data collected using quantitative and qualitative methods –          5 days

5. Write a research report with key finding and recommendations – 5 days

6. Hold exit briefing meeting with UNFPA and FINE Salone to present report – 1 day
